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1.1 GENERAL 

The Assembly must be carried out strictly in accordance with the assembly instructions. Incorrect assembly can 
lead to a safety risk. 

All components must be assembled professionally by trained personnel. 

PLEASE NOTE: Fittings and connectors for the individual components may be contained in the fittings package 
supplied. 

Some fittings, for example heavy-duty mounting elements, are supplied without fixing material. The suitability 
of the wall / ceiling must be checked to ensure that the fixing devices are able to withstand the forces that will 
be present. Suitable material must be procured and incorporated in accordance with the nature of the wall. 

When installing the carcases, ensure that they cannot tip over or become displaced at a later stage. The cabinet 
hangers supplied must be used. If wall mounting is not possible (for example with an island solution), the 
cabinets must be fixed to the floor with the anti-tip device (see 2.26 Tilt protection) 

If the cabinets are not installed correctly, this can result in serious damage to property and personal injury. 
Beckermann accepts no liability for damage caused by incorrect assembly. 

Following completion of assembly, the marking for placing on the market (label) must be affixed in a suitable 
place (visible, but inconspicuous). 

 

 

1.2 FIRST STEPS 

Check the room for any unevenness of the floor and walls and level out accordingly. 

Remove doors, drawers and similar from the carcase to enable easier assembly. 

Place the fronts and drawers on a soft surface, for example a packing blanket. 

Never place drawers on their fronts. 
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2 ASSEMBLY OF BASE UNITS 

The carcases must be set up straight and without gaps using a suitable measuring tool. 

The carcases must be screwed together through the sides. Screws for connecting are included in the fittings 
package. 

Base units at wall cabinet depth are supplied with hangers and rails. We recommend using these as well. 
Dependent on the load distribution, there is a risk of tipping over when the cabinet is open. 

Metal brackets for wall mounting of base units are not included as standard in the package and must be 
ordered separately.

IMPORTANT: The cut-out should have approx. 5mm clearance all around to the built-in object. 

  

13 a: All cut-outs with open edges (here for the tap) must be sealed so that they are watertight, e.g. with 
silicone or white glue. 

An aluminium adhesive tape is included in the fittings package. This must be affixed to the front edge of the 
worktop from below. Especially the areas above such built-in appliances as the sink or dishwasher must be 
covered up with this adhesive tape. 

When the cut-outs have been made, the worktop can be placed on the base units. A prerequisite is that the 
cabinets have already been aligned.

To prevent tipping over, side cabinets must be fixed to the wall with a metal bracket. 

It is strongly recommended that the side cabinets in particular, are firmly fixed in place, as tipping over can 
result in serious damage to property and personal injury.

Use the short screws to fix the bracket to the top of the cupboard and the wall plug to fix it to the wall.
